Canadian producer Nerd Corps Entertainment has deepened its
relationship with Canuck broadcaster YTV after the youth network picked 
up 52 episodes of its first original series, Storm Hawks, and committed to 
develop Nerd's second original property.

On board as a coproducer of action-comedy Storm 
Hawks, which launched at Mipcom, YTV is now also 
working alongside Nerd Corp on Teem Awethum 
(52x11', pictured). The comedy series centres on 
four little nerds from Glickersville and their aim to 
save the town from the forces of cool.

The focus at MipTV will be to secure the rest of
Storm Hawks' financing, and the company hopes to 

make further broadcast announcements soon. Ken Faier, 'el presidente' 
at Nerd Corp, said the series is on track for delivery in 2007.

Storm Hawks is set in the fantastical world of Atmos, where six
mismatched teens and a rather ambiguous rabbit-cum-dog of a co-pilot 
must battle to save the world one kingdom at a time.

"I've worked on a lot of straightforward 
boys action properties throughout my 
career, and with Storm Hawks I wanted 
to send up some of these formulas," said 
Nerd Corp CEO Asaph Fipke. "It's clear 
that the market is eager for a 
genre-busting series like this one."
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
